FOOD HANDLER
As time goes on the things in the club, like cooking, serving, and bartending are 
becoming more regulated. First to be affected was bartending, bartenders are 
required to have taken a SmartServe course which certifies that the bartender 
follows the rules and regulations of properly serving and not over-serving the 
guests with alcoholic beverages. Thankfully many members stepped forward to 
get their SmartServe certificate so that they could serve at functions. Likewise 
now in order to cook and serve food the city requires a Food Handler Course. 
A person certified in food handling must either cook and serve, or must super-
vise food preparation and service. This requirement applies to Hamilton, which 
of course includes the Germania Club and the Germania Park. Fortunately 
we have a couple of members who have taken the course and are certified 
food handlers. A couple of people is not enough, and the club is looking to get 
more people certified. A suggestion is that all sub-groups get at least 2 people 
certified, so that at any function with food, that we are covered. The club will 
cover the cost for the 1 day certification course for any member. Please it is 
important that we get some more people Food Handler certified, or functions 
depend on this. Just call or email the office for more information.

FOOD HANDLER
As time goes on the things in the club, like cooking, serving, and bartending are 
becoming more regulated. First to be affected was bartending, bartenders are 
required to have taken a SmartServe course which certifies that the bartender 
follows the rules and regulations of properly serving and not over-serving the 
guests with alcoholic beverages. Thankfully many members stepped forward to 
get their SmartServe certificate so that they could serve at functions. Likewise 
now in order to cook and serve food the city requires a Food Handler Course. 
A person certified in food handling must either cook and serve, or must super-
vise food preparation and service. This requirement applies to Hamilton, which 
of course includes the Germania Club and the Germania Park. Fortunately 
we have a couple of members who have taken the course and are certified 
food handlers. A couple of people is not enough, and the club is looking to get 
more people certified. A suggestion is that all sub-groups get at least 2 people 
certified, so that at any function with food, that we are covered. The club will 
cover the cost for the 1 day certification course for any member. Please it is 
important that we get some more people Food Handler certified, or functions 
depend on this. Just call or email the office for more information.
