So popular was and
still is the song, that in 1931,
in honour of both lyricist
and composer, permanent
memorials were erected:
one being the Dingelstedt
Denkmal in Todenmann, the
other the Weserliedanlage in
Hann. Muinden.

The “Weserlied” is also one
of the selections that we
will perform at the Loreley
spring concert in Oshawa on
March 24th. On April 14th,
the Choir will also travel
to Kitchener to perform at

another spring concert,
following an invitation by
the Transylvania Choir. In
May we pay our annual visit
to the Highgate Residences.
