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TREACURER'C
UPDATE...................

Dear members,

As we are starting in our 2nd
year of the coronavirus pandem-
ic, I thought I should give you a
bit of a report of how we are do-
ing financially. Since we will most
likely not have an annual general
meeting anytime soon, the board
will be preparing a report to send
to all members. This of course
will contain the year end finan-
cial statements for you to review.

In the meantime, as you can imag-
ine our income was dramatical-
ly reduced but our expenses, at
least many of them continued.
Expenses such as insurance, tax-
es, maintenance, heat and hydro,
some wages, all normal park ex-
penses and many day-to-day ex-
penses at the club house. This left
us with the deficit for the year.
To combat that, I applied for and
we received the $40,000 CEBA
(Canada emergency bank ac-
count), which we need to pay back
by December 31st 2022. If we pay
the loan back by this date, $10,000
of the loan is forgiveable. I have
set it so that we make month-
ly payments, that will pay off the
$30,000 by December 31st 2022.

The next item we applied for was

v

the Ontario small business grant,
which could have given us be-
tween $10,000 and $20,000. In the
end we received $14,996, and this
amount does not need to be repaid
it is a grant. Both the federal and
provincial monies in this case can
only be used for non deferrable ex-
penses , and not elective purchases.

Finally I also applied for the Cana-
daemergency wage subsidy CEWS,
and we are receiving that percent-
age of wages which we have paid
starting in August. The amount
for 2020 is approximately $3400.
